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IMPROPER POSSESSION OF EQUIPMENT MAY COST YOU FOR LOST JOBS.

The Plaintiff leased a wheel loader from Defendant and sued Defendant for improper
repossession of the Equipment. The Court noted that the job that Plaintiff was working
on at the time of repossession lended itself to a specific damage award since Plaintiff was
in process of completing a purchase order. The Court calculated the damages to be the
amount of profit Plaintiff would have received had it been able to complete the particular

job.
